As part of the Governor’s Executive Order on water conservation, the
State Department of Water Resources (DWR) created a rebate program for
the replacement of both turf (lawn) and toilets in the State of
California. The State, which dedicated $24 million to the project,
established a goal to replace 10 million square feet of turf and 60,000 old
model toilets. The program, which works on a first-come-first-served
basis and will be offered as long as funds remain, provides up to $100 in
rebates for the replacement of an older model toilet to a higher-efficiency
toilet. Homes built before during or before 1992 automatically qualify for
the program. Homes built after 1992 as well as renters may qualify upon
meeting certain criteria.
